Parks and Leisure Services Board Meeting

Minutes

May 12, 2009

Meeting called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Ken Moss, Chairperson at the Parks and Leisure Services Board.

Roll Call (present); Wegge, Moss, Kroupa, Plunk, Waldrup, Lindsley, Boone and Summers

Acceptance of the March 9, 2009 minutes, motion by Wegge and second by Kroupa. All agreed

Business from the floor: none

Old business:


Boone spoke about the stimulus grant and is still hoping for a positive report from the state. Board members are confused as to the council’s stand on this and Councilman Lindsley may ask for a resolution from the council to show support for the new park and then forward to Senator McKenna.


Pomme Creek was discussed as to the floodwaters currently on #7 (no damage) and if any of the suggestions made by the board have been implemented. Boone responded that the marshal’s are trying to speed up play and enforcing the dress code is being done both by the desk staff and marshals; the honeysuckle between #16 and #17 will be addressed later this summer. Golf tournament was postponed until June 27th.

New business:


Boone provided detailed financial documentation from the finance department with regards to the recreation center. As of the meeting date the recreation center is in the black with a savings of $114,000 from the same period as last year ($93,000 in personnel). Discussion ensued with the deferred accounting method the city uses. There is over $242,000 in the deferred account. Open floor discussion ensued by all present.


Wegge discussed more advertising with regards to the department’s activities. Emailing and the Oakville Mail Call were discussed as two potential means of accomplishing the request. Summers stated the email blasting is already occurring with approximately 3,000 emails both resident and nonresident in the database. 


Pomme Creek has received 17 new memberships at Pomme Creek since the May special began and the recreation center has during the first five days of May had collected over $41,000 with the majority being memberships.


Lindsley provided the board with a potential option to place a moveable dock at the city park lake for fishing, etc…Board agreed with the concept but not on how to raise the needed funds. More discussion will be held on raising funds for this project.


Summer concert series begins June 13th at City Park with NO ALCOHOL being sold by BYOB. The department WILL continue to sell concession items.


June 12th Family Night was discussed by Summers. She advised the board of activities not only being conducted at the recreation center but also added that Pomme Creek Golf Manager Bib Furkin will be providing a $15 rate for an adult and a child to play 9 holes.


Ferd B Lang Pool Study has begun and will be reported to the Mayor and Council at the June 11, 2009 work session.


A Paw Park donation box will be posted soon as many users want to help with the continually up keep. Also discussed was the potential of placing artificial turf at the Paw Park. Discussion was held as to a rumor in the community that we were going to spend $44,000 on the artificial turf. Boone explained this misleading information was incorrect as this paw park is funded off of fundraisers and donations. 

Next meeting discussion:


Start master planning for the entire department. Such things as capital projects, improvements to facilities, parks, golf, recreation center. This will take many meetings. The reason is to provide the council and mayor along with the community a “plan” with regards to the entire department and its future.
